Brief description of the organization:

CCE has been responsible for delivering the British government’s major creative and educational programmes for young people in England.  Creative Partnerships has been England’s flagship creative learning programme to foster innovative long-term partnerships between schools and creative professionals, including artists, performers, architects, multimedia developers and scientists.  These partnerships have inspired young people, teachers and creative professionals to challenge how they work and experiment with new ideas.  Creative Parnerships has been running since 2002 and has worked with nearly 6000 schools across England.  

 

There is currently significant international interest in this and as a result CCE in increasingly involved in work abroad including advising the City of Amsterdam on a redesign of their cultural programmes for young people, managing an EU programme on the training of artists to work in schools with partners in Austria, Holland and Sweden, South Korea and Australia.  

CCE has also represented the UK Government on the European Commission’s OMC group exploring the synergies between culture and education.  CCE is also collaborating with the OECD (with CERI – the Centre for Educational Research and Innovation) on the development of an international instrument to measure progression in Creativity.  CCE also led the Culture Programme funded ‘Artists in Creative Education’ project which will be having its final conference in Brussels in October this year.  CCE is also a partner in the recently approved Arts Education Monitoring System project under the Culture Programme.  Finally CCE are currently developing creative learning programmes in Lithuania, Latvia, the Czech Republic and Macedonia.
