	Project description 
	Over the recent years, many research projects in the field of Life Sciences and Health were co-funded by public/governmental resources including the European Commission Framework Programmes. This project aims at gathering, processing and presenting all the relevant information about these projects and their participants, across the enlarged Europe. 

The majority of the existing information about co-funded research projects is publicly available over the Internet via portals (e.g., CORDIS, Eureka and other national portals). Other sources are in professional publications, journals and perhaps other channels.  Some of the latter are available electronically (e.g., organisations’ websites) but some are not. The problem is that the information is scattered over many places and there is no uniform, single source of information about these projects, sources of funding, the participating organisations etc. 

A researcher who seeks for information such as “I would like to see all the public funded projects in the area of fighting blood cancer”, may spend valuable time on spotting similar or adjacent projects that were publicly funded. The problem here is that there is no central database of publicly funded research projects. 

This situation causes difficulties in finding opportunities to re-use of results of public co-funded projects, or comparing results from different project. It may even lead to a situation that several projects with the same research topic are funded and none of them is aware of the others, not to mention the bodied who grant the funding.
It is the intention of the proposed LSH-PRO-INFO project to address the above-mentioned problems, by presenting a comprehensive solution, namely a searchable web-based database of public co-funded projects in the area of European Life Sciences and Health. The database will be easy to use by ordinary people and will introduce powerful search options, according to keywords or predefined categorising system.

In the scope of the project we propose to perform Social Network Analysis over the project institutions (participants) and Text Mining over existing project descriptions that are available or will be made available from multiple sources.

It is important to emphasise that the project proposes not only to build an initial version of such a searchable database, but also a mechanism to keep this database up to date, with minimum maintenance investment.
