	Training in FP issues for a better participation of the ACCs in the LSH field / TRACE-LSH

	SUMMARY:

The accession of the Associated Candidate Countries. (ACC - Bulgaria, Romania, Turkey) to the EU is foreseen for 2007 has prompted the EC for an SSA regarding the stimulation, encouragement and facilitation of the participation of organizations from the Associated Candidate Countries to activities in Life Sciences and Health topics being run by the EU (LSH-2005-3.3).

The present project aims at organizing a set of conferences in the ACC, regarding their EU integration and the instruments to be used within the framework programmes in order to enlarge, strengthen and harmonize the ERA. As specific topics to be addressed within these conferences, the organizers will consider to share the experience of Austrian medical specialists in writing FP 6 projects – fact destined to improve the skills of ACC countries in writing FP projects for all its instruments. The conferences are destined to medical specialists from the ACC. These medical specialists will be selected in Romania, Bulgaria and Turkey to attend conferences where presentations related to EU, FP7, medical research project writing and management would be made. The presentations will request the ACC representatives to indicate their special interests, problems and perspectives. Officials from the local healthcare systems are also invited to present their points of view regarding the outcomes and difficulties related to the necessary changes in view of the EU adhesion.

Topics to be addressed by the conferences in correlation with FP 7 and ERA necessities are: medical research, healthcare offer for the population, continuous training for medical specialists and informatization of healthcare.
